It's wonderful to have the shared resources of nahgr libraries easily available, however it can
be a little overwhelming at times when you’re sharg the catalog!

Searching the NExpress shared online catalog éwaehsy steps:
BASIC KEYWORD SEARCH
1. Enter Search terms
2. Click Ottawa Library on the left sidebar to ses holdings*
3. Click on Title to see availability
Do a Keyword search for a title...in the basic sedomak enter [Plain Truth] and click Go. (hitting
the enter key will also start search) Does thewtaibrary own it? Yes/no
Is it available? yes/no
*Another way to limit to our holdings is to add @itta to any search. However, it's important to
remember this is a keyword search which looks atyeword in the record.
